DIRECTIONSTO KIAWAH ISLAND GOLF RESORT

From locations North of Charleston: Take |-95 south to |-26 East towards Charleston.

From Atlanta, GA: Take I-20 towards Augusta/Columbia for approximately 200 miles.
Take 1-26 Eag towards Charleston. Follow directions from Columbia, SC (below).

From Columbia, SC: Take I-26 East toward Charleston:
Upon entering the outskirts of Charleston I-26 East, take 1-526 W to US 17 South.
Follow 17 South toward Savannah for approximately 5 miles and turn left on Main Road (at the Burger
King) and proceed on Main Road. Main Road will become Maybank Highway (SC 700). There will be a
McDonalds and a Piggly Wiggly on the left - thisisthe best location to purchase snacks & refreshments on
your way to Kiawah. Continue on Bohicket Road approximately 10miles.
The entrance to Kiawah Island Resort will be on your left.

From locations South of Charleston: Take I-95 North to 17 North and follow to the intersection of Main
Road (approximately 45-60 minute drive).
Turn left on Main Road. . Main Road will become Maybank Highway (SC 700). There will be a
McDonalds and a Piggly Wiggly on the left - thisisthe best location to purchase snacks & refreshments on
your way to Kiawah. Continue on Bohicket Road approximately 10miles.
The entrance to Kiawah Island Resort will be on your left.

From the Charleston International Airport: From the airport follow signsto 1-526.
Take 1-526 W to US 17 South. Follow 17 South toward Savannah for approximately 5 miles, then turn left
on Main Road (at the Burger King) and proceed on Main Road.
Main Road will become Maybank Highway (SC 700). There will be a McDonalds and a Piggly Wiggly on
the left - thisisthe best location to purchase snacks & refreshments on your way to Kiawah. Continue on
Bohicket Road approximately 10 miles.
The entrance to Kiawah Island Resort will be on your left.

From Downtown Charleston: From Calhoun Street follow signs to James Island- Calhoun will turn into the
James Island Connector Highway. Follow to the stop light and take aright on Folly Road.
Take aleft onto Maybank Highway (SC 700) and follow for approximately 15 minutes. At the stop light by
the McDonalds and Piggly Wiggly located on the left, turn left on to Bohicket Road and follow for
approximately 10 miles.
The entrance to Kiawah Island Golf Resort will be on your left.

To Villa Reception: Once you turn left into the main Kiawah Golf Resort gate, follow until you get to the
security gate. Stay in the left lane & let the Security Gate know that you are going to the Villa Check in.
They don’t need your name- they will just give you a day pass.

Once you go through the security gate go straight- East Beach Village will be about 3 miles on your right.
Drive up and make your only left turn and Villa Reception will be on your right.

Tothe Turtle Point Clubhouse: Once you turn left into the main Kiawah Golf Resort gate, follow until you
get to the security gate. They don't need your name- they will just give you a day pass (unless you are
already staying through the resort in which case you will already have a pass).

Once you go through the security gate, stay straight for 2 %2 miles.

Turn right onto Green Dolphin Way at the Turtle Point sign.

When you get to the first sop sign, take aright into the Turtle Point Clubhouse area. Thereis parking on
both the left and right side.

To Night Heron Pavilion: Once you go through the main security gate, stay straight for 1.7 miles.
Take aright at the Night Heron Park sign onto Sea Forest Drive.
There will be a parking lot on the left- park there and walk up the boardwalk towards the Pavilion.

To Osprey Point Clubhouse: From the first Kiawah security gate, continue for 2.7 miles until you reach the
second (Vanderhorst) security gate. Let the guard know that you are part of the event scheduled at Osprey
Point Clubhouse or that you have a tee time and they will give you a pass.

After passing through the security gate, take your first right on Governor’s Drive.
Continue on Governor’s Drive for approximately 3 miles. Osprey Point is located on the right.
